ÅThe FDA has banned flavored cigarettes, 

but not cigars 
ÅAccording to the act éa cigarette or any of its 

component parts é shall not contain, as a constituent or 

additive, an artificial or natural flavor (other than tobacco 

or menthol) or an herb or spice, including strawberry, 

grape, orange, clove, cinnamon, pineapple, vanilla, 

coconut, licorice, cocoa, chocolate, cherry, or coffee, that 

is a characterizing flavor of the tobacco product or 

tobacco smoke 

 



Cigars still come in a variety of 

candy and liquor flavors 
ÅThese flavors can mask the harsh taste of 

toxins and make initiation and addiction 

easier for youth

ÅOver three-quarters (76.2%) reported 

smoking flavored cigars.   

ïTypically this is individually sold cigarillos, but 

can be little cigars.   

ïAttractive flavors (often similar to candy) 

masks the harsh taste of the toxins and 

tobacco.  

ïUse of flavorings is thought to increase the 

likelihood of dependence in youth particularly.

significantly among Cecil 

County Middle and High 

School Youth (from 

22.3% to 13.8%) 

between 2000 and 2010. 

However, cigar use 

remained relatively 

stableðincreasing 

slightly from 9.2% to 

10.2% during this same 

period.
